Trichoderma lignorum, Chaetomium globosum, Verticillium lecanii,
Paecilomyces lilacinus, Penicillium chrysogenum, Azotobacter
chroococcum, Bacillus polymyxa, Saccharomyces cerevisiae.

Miscellaneous
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The condition of the environment that all soil

inoculants are introduced into will significantly

influence their survival and efficiency. In hostile

conditions (eg toxic soils, poorly aerated soils, soils

with a poor calcium: magnesium ratio etc) microbe

activity can be compromised. Any added carbon

from crop residues, animal manure, fish fertilisers

or molasses will promote and feed the introduced

species, optimising their performance.

Nutri-Life Myco-Tea™ is not compatible with

herbicides, pesticides or fungicides.

All living microbes should be added to a liquid mix

last, i.e. after all other products are diluted.

It is very important to realise that high pressure

rates with spray equipment can damage or destroy

beneficial micro-organisms. Try not to exceed

pressures of 60 psi.

Nutri-Life Myco-Tea™ is only activated with water.

The dry product will operate to 100 % capacity for a

minimum of 12 months if stored correctly.

Note: The inclusion of crop-specific Nutri-Tech

Triple Ten™ fertilisers with the Nutri-Life™ range

supplies most of the nutritional requirements for

the microbes and boosts their performance.

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Fungi Dominated:

Bacteria Dominated

When to recommend:

For each 100 L of water add 1 L of LMF™

(Liquid Microbe Food) plus 1 L of Dominate™ (fungi), followed

by 0.5 kg of Myco-Tea™. Brew with aeration for 18 - 24 hrs at

20 - 25ºC. The brew is stable for up to two (2) weeks without

aeration.

: For each 100 L of water add 1 L of LMF™

(Liquid Microbe Food) plus 1 L of Dominate™ (bacteria),

followed by 0.5 kg of Myco-Tea™. Brew with aeration for 18 -

24 hrs at 25 - 30ºC. The brew is stable for up to two (2) weeks

without aeration.

Beneficial at planting stage to promote seedling growth in

horticulture, apply with first irrigation and repeat 6 - 8 weeks

later for optimum results.

When an increase in the decomposition rate of organic matter,

and the subsequent conversion into valuable organic carbon

is required in agricultural or horticultural situations. When

soil microbe levels require boosting to increase nutrient

availability.

Storage & Handling

Contains live organisms. Do not mix with fungicides /

bactericides. Store in cool, dry place away from sunlight

and below 30 C. May be stored in a refrigerator after

opening for up to 3 months (DO NOT FREEZE), however,

contamination may occur once opened. Gloves and

breathing mask should be worn at all times when

handling microbial products. Do not exceed 60 psi in

spray tank. All brews may need filtering to prevent

equipment blockages.
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
